Using PsycINFO at Falcone Library

This is the database located on the web that you can use to locate psychology articles for you essays. The database may be accessed by any of the computers on campus that have an internet connection, or in the library. One way to get here is type the following web address into your internet browser (http://www.lemoyne.edu/library/resources/titles/psycinfo.htm). A second way is to go to the library’s home page (http://www.lemoyne.edu/library/index.htm) and then make the following choices:

1. Off Campus Access to Databases

2. Database (located in the upper left-hand corner)

3. Resources for psychology

4. PsycINFO

Once you arrive at this page, choose Connect to begin searching PsycINFO.

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How to navigate PsycINFO:

1 – This is where you can type in a KEYWORD, AUTHOR, TITLE, or SUBJECT

· When you first start searching be very broad because you can narrow your search later on.

· After entering your word(s), click on START SEARCH to begin the process.

2 – If you want to limit your search, go to section 2 on the picture.

· Here you can limit a search by things such as, 

· Year published

· Type (Journal, Book, Internet, Paper-Format)

· People who participated in the research (Gender, Age, etc.)

· This is a good second step if you get too many (1000) articles from your initial search.

3 – PsycINFO provides you with a listing of all the searches you have performed during your session.

· You can use this area to go back and look at past search results.

· You can also combine past searches instead of retyping the keywords.

In
everyday conversation, even logicians rarely use phrasing like if and only if" (iff) to distinguish this "ffhen”
relation from 'if but not only if* f). Distinguishing between "f" and "ff"is almost always left context. But
the basic Wasen problem provided so litle context that iffthen here could be interpreted cither way. If this
interprefation of Wason is correc, it has relevance fo many issues in the long-confining debate over the
nature and significance of cognitive illusions.
