FBI Terrorism Cases: 1978-1999

Data Collection Overview

On a periodic basis, the FBI releases to Dr. Brent Smith (Director of the American Terrorism Study) a list of names of individuals who have been indicted as a result of a terrorism investigation.  When each of the criminal trials has ended, ATS staff travel to the federal courthouse that housed the trial to examine the court documents.  As a result, the data have been collected out of sequence.  The 1980s data was collected by Dr. Smith during the early 1990s with limited funding by the University of Alabama at Birmingham.  The bulk of the 1990-1996 data was collected in the late 1990s by Dr. Smith and his colleagues.  This data collection was funded by the National Institute of Justice (NIJ).  Most of the 1997-1999 data was collected in the early 2000s by Dr. Smith and his ATS staff.  This third phase of data collection was funded by the Memorial Institute for the Prevention of Terrorism (MIPT) via NIJ and the Department of Homeland Security.  

When at the courthouse, the project staff carefully examined the trial files and recorded the data that are provided in these data sets.  The ATS staff also made photocopies of relevant court documents.  These documents are stored as PDF files in an on-line database that is maintained by the MIPT (www.mipt.org).  Access to the files is available by going to the MIPT website and clicking on the “terrorism databases” button.  The data in this dataset represent approximately 75% of all federal terrorism indictments from 1978-1999.  Efforts are being made to gather data on the remaining 25% of the cases (most of the missing cases occurred in the 1980s and were not collected due to a lack of funding).
Data Configuration

All data are prepared in SPSS format.  In order to protect the privacy of the individuals charged in these federal terrorism cases, we have removed their names from the dataset.  The base dataset is configured with the count as the basic unit of analysis.  For each indictment that is included in the data set, there is at least one count for one indictee.  In most cases, there are several counts for each indictee.  Thus, the dataset includes almost 3,000 counts that were listed in federal terrorism indictments from 1978-1999.  The dataset is extremely robust and complicated.
To make data analysis simpler, we have divided the dataset into five distinct datasets.  The first dataset (ATS Counts Data) provides data on every count for each indictee in each indictment.  This is our basic dataset.  There were 2,851 counts from 1978 to 1999.  This is the dataset that should be used to conduct count-based analyses.  The second data set (ATS Indictees Data) provides data on each of the 447 indictees from 1978-1999.  This is the dataset to use to analyze the outcomes for individuals indicted for an act of terrorism in the USA.  

Since some people were indicted more than once, we have also provided a data set based on the 391 individuals who were indicted by the federal government as a result of a terrorism investigation (ATS Persons Data).  This would be the appropriate dataset to use for demographic analyses.  To analyze the 121 criminal terrorism cases, we have provided the ATS Cases Data.  This dataset has one line of data for each of the criminal cases that resulted from a federal terrorism investigation.  Finally, the ATS Group Data provides one line of case data for each of the 63 groups that were tried in federal court for terrorism-related activity.
