Java Place - They serve “good basic food” and large quantities of coffee.  The manager wants all types of coffees.  I suggested Colombian Aged Crop or Guatemala Coban, among our least expensive types and  Hawaiian Kona, our most expensive. The manager will speak with the owner and contact us later this month.  This could be a very large customer.
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Taza de Oro - This restaurant specializes in Spanish and South American food.  The manager wants a coffee that is from South America.  I recommended Peak of Andes and Colombian Supremo, both from South America.  I will contact them again after Thanksgiving.
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Peterson Family Restaurant - All-American food.  The manager says they will purchase several hundred pounds per month.  They want an “American” coffee.  Recommended Hawaiian Kona or San Francisco Blend.  Possibly Georgia Peach as a flavored coffee.  They may be interested in ordering for the entire chain (10 restaurants.)  They have a contract with their current coffee supplier that expires December 31.  Contact them again in mid-December.
