Dear Colleague:

At its October 16, 1996 meeting the Le Moyne Faculty Senate Executive Board unanimously (17-0) passed the Resolution on Voting Recertification. The intent of the resolution is to establish a process for the recertification of voting members of the Faculty Senate consistent with the provisions for voting outlined in the Le Moyne College Faculty Constitution. Because the voting rolls have never been officially recertified, problems regularly arise in identifying qualified voters. All too frequently, moreover, voters on the list receive ballots but do not vote, thereby preventing the resolution of important issues since constitutional questions require a two-thirds vote of the entire Faculty Senate membership for consideration. 
The pertinent information appears in Article III (p. A-1) where it is stated that voting members of the Faculty Senate consist of:


1. Full time teaching faculty and full time academic librarians


2. Adjunct faculty who:



a. teach a minimum of eight (8) contract hours per academic year



b. have a minimum of three (3) years service



c. submit a written application to the Senate President

If you meet the above constitutional guidelines, if you wish to participate in faculty elections and in referenda, and if it feasible for you to do so within the normal constraints of the Election Committee's procedures, the Faculty Senate Executive Board and the Elections Committee invites you to fill out and submit the attached application to the Faculty Senate President, Frederick Glennon (RH 216) before the close of business on Tuesday, February 1, 2005.

If you do not wish to participate in Faculty Senate balloting for any reason, you are in no way obliged to do so. Since the process is an ongoing one, we foresee voter recertification on a semesterly basis. Thus, you may submit the application at some future date provided you then meet the voting qualifications.
